It is filled with epic learning experiences 
children will see, hear, touch, and even taste! Through small group activities, sharing stories and team-
building games, everyone will be kept on the move, as we find creative ways to discover God’s love. 
Children will explore their faith through a variety of activities and media sources such as music, 
crafts/art, stories, games/ activities, science and themed snacks! All activities are facilitated by 
engaged and active leaders that are focused on making sure all children feel included and accepted for 
who they are. Join us on our journey to discover God’s exciting gifts and love

Volunteer Opportunity - SoberCrew (August 1-3)   Knox will be hosting the SoberCrew, August 

1-3.  The SoberCrew is an Indigenous-led group that supports people in recovery.  They are walking 
from Morley to Calgary to raise awareness of addiction and the challenges their communities face.   
We met members of the SoberCrew at the Maundy Thursday Feast in Morley.  Knox is honoured to 
provide overnight accommodations for the group while they are in Calgary.  We are partnering with 
other faith communities and congregations to provide meals.  If you would like to volunteer to help 
with meals and clean-up, please contact Holly Smith through the church office.   

English Language Learning at Knox   Knox will be offering drop-in English language classes for 

adults on a drop-in basis beginning at the end of July.  These classes will be led by volunteer 
instructors/tutors—preferably with training and experience.  This initiative is in response to a need 
arising from the influx of immigrants and refugees that Calgary is experiencing.  Unfortunately, many of 
these individuals are experiencing huge delays in accessing necessary assistance with language 
learning.  Not only will these classes at Knox give students the opportunity to practice conversational 
English, but they will also provide other support.  We want to provide an opportunity for newcomers to 
gather in a relaxed, non-structured setting and to discuss and ask questions regarding unknowns and 
complexities of life in a new country and new culture.  
  
These support classes at Knox are scheduled to begin on Monday, July 31.  The first session will run for 
five weeks on Mondays and Thursdays from 1:30 PM - 3:30 PM.  the resent plan is that the second 
session will begin on September 11 and will run for five weeks on Mondays and Thursdays from 3:30 
PM - 5:30 PM.   
  
Although the classes are free, a registration fee of $20 will be requested to assist with operating costs.  
The initial focus of the classes will be support for beginner to intermediate conversational English 
(listening, speaking, and vocabulary).  However, we are also planning to provide assistance for 
intermediate writing and grammar if a demand becomes apparent.
